According to a study of motorcycles crashes done by the University of Southern California and the U.S. Depart-
ment of Transportation, about 75 percent of accidents involved collision with another vehicle, and 25 percent
were single-vehicle cases where the rider simply fell over, or hit something.

Rider error was the cause about two thirds of all/l
fall due to over braking or running wide on a curve due to excess speed or under cornering.
