| am referring to lane position when | ask thatefehhave been many
articles written on the subject of “Where do yaderin your lane?”
Some people prefer the center of the lane, somieftieack and some
the right track.

| believe there is no one answer that fits allagittns. For example,
when | am in heavy freeway traffic, | generally davhe right track
My reasoning is that 1) | can’t see what is inrib@d ahead if | am in
the center track, 2) | am in the rear view mirrbdovers to my right
and 3) the people in cars tend to keep to thefdfie lane so they can
see around the car in front of them. This usudftyrds me a fairly
clear view of the lane for a pretty good distance.

When | am on city streets that have light traffiasually stay in the
center track. This gives me a nice buffer zone ath kides of me. The
same holds true for rural roads.

When | approach an intersection, | try to movehmleft track because
the oil that cars drip in the center track make #rea very slippery.
When we are riding in a group. however, we shoglelkin our as-
signed track except when we are performing a Siekete sweep be-
cause of a curve. Of course, this is only posdiBleause we ride in a
staggered formation, so that we have maneuveriomg.ro
